STUDIO REQUIREMENTS 
 
It is expected that students will be prepared and arrive on time for their weekly lessons. 
 
Each student will be responsible for purchasing and/or downloading solo repertoire, etude books, etc. and preparing assigned pieces for lessons. Students will be responsible for meeting with their assigned accompanists and performing a jury at the end of the semester. 
 
Each student will keep a studio notebook that will include lesson information and assignments, feedback from Master Classes, and information from convocation.  
 
Each student will perform during at least one Master Class per semester. Students will complete feedback forms for all performances at Master Classes. Every student in the second semester freshman year and beyond will be assigned another student for whom he or she will serve as Master Class clinician. Clinicians will address the pedagogical issues of the performance during Master Class. Clinicians will receive feedback from the faculty following the Master Class.
